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As we planned, Tiffany and | launched full-time to our own
ministry as of February 1 *'. We are well into Spring Break activities
at the Disaster Relief Camp our family began on Galveston Island as a
result of Hurricane IKE’s destruction in September 2008.

We feel like God has awakened our
ministry from a “long sleep”, because
for a large part of the time since moving to Houston, | had been busy
overseeing the ministries of Charles & Frances Hunter and Jerry Davis

blessing reconnecting with some of our former partn ers and
friends with whom we had lost contact, as well as e stablishing new
partner relationships.

This man opened his heart to share family challenges he was
having, as a result of his parents staying in his home with his
wife and their 2 children. | had a word of encouragement for
him, prayed with him in faith... and had the opportuni ty to
give him some good scriptural guidance - as he was a
believer — but does not attend a local church.

As | write, 500 students are at our site volunteeri  ng during
their Spring Break to help hurting people rebuild t his
island. Make that 504... because my wife, myself and my two daughters should be included.
Recently as Tiffany and | were preparing to leave our home for Galveston, Lindsey, our 4 %2 year old
daughter asked, “Am | going to tell the children about God!?” Tiffany told her she certainly could, so
Lindsey got up, ran to her bedroom and got her Bible.
