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Have you heard what we’re doing on Galveston Island?  Hurricane IKE 
was one of the most devastating natural disasters in US history – however 
with the help of great people like you - we’re making a difference! 
 
Our family launched this Galveston Island ministry outreach & relief 
camp - simultaneous to the doctor’s report which gave Tiffany’s mother 
Melinda only a few weeks to live.  When her father, Jerry thought it would 
need to end, Melinda said, “No, I still want us to go to Galveston.”  After a 
6 ½ year battle with cancer, she was determined to make every day 
count – and not to allow the doctor’s report to keep her from her destiny – 
but rather chose to bring hope to the hopeless each day she had on earth. 

Melinda passed away October 25th, 2008 but because of Melinda, this outreach has continued! 
 
My wife Tiffany and I have determined to continue this ministry 
outreach along with Jerry, Tiffany’s father.  We did almost identical 
missions work for one year following Hurricane Katrina in 2005 by 
setting-up a camp in New Orleans, LA.  Tiffany & I, and our two little 
girls lived at that camp 20/30 days each month, rotating the on-site 
oversight with her dad.  This became one of the largest faith-based relief 
camps in US history!  In one year’s time: we housed, fed and provided 
volunteer work assignments to 17,000 volunteers and distributed over 
$75,000,000 in hot meals, bottled water, medical care through our on-site 
doctors and nurses, canned and boxed groceries, household goods, new 
clothing, clean-up and construction crews, and so much more!   
 

Like the ministry relief camp in New Orleans, LA 
which our family oversaw following Hurricane 
Katrina – Good News Camp Galveston is off to a 
successful start!  The school system of Galveston has 
made available an “almost new” school building 
which did not flood, which we have occupied. It is 
capable of accommodating up to 1,000 volunteers 
who are coming to this island to help rebuild people’s 
lives…  Does that sound amazing?  We’ve also 

already provided $4 million dollars worth of hot meals, bottled water, canned and boxed groceries, clean-up and 
construction crews, and have had 2,000 volunteers stay at the camp to serve the community since October!  
 

Tiffany & I have been working behind the scenes for Good News Galveston. Tiffany handles all of the mail, 
ministry correspondence, partner letters, etc…. And, I’ve been networking with other ministries, and through 
my relationships, have been able to see $20,000 donated in September to help launch Good News Galveston 
(none of this was raised for Tiffany’s & my personal or our ministry needs – it was all utilized to transport 
equipment and purchase the necessary supplies to start this operation).  A special “thank 
you” to Kenneth Copeland Ministries for their part in this!  
 

My mother in-law, Melinda Davis chose to spend her last 30 days on this earth fulfilling 
her destiny by sharing the Gospel of Christ on Galveston Island.  Let me ask you this 
question: Who is waiting for you to be and do whatever you are called to do?  Tiffany and 
I believe there are people waiting to hear the message we have burning in our hearts: 
inspiring and challenging them to walk in the spirit, live a life of service & make every day 
of their lives count - like Melinda did!  We are committed to take this message to 
Galveston… and beyond! 

2009 - Where We Are Going From Here! 
We have opportunity awaiting us for which we are uniquely experienced and ready. Our plan is to be ministering 
to hurricane victims on Galveston Island as of February 2009. We just need partners like you to help us.  
Recently, as I was visiting with Tiffany’s grandfather, Rev. Gerald Davis, he quoted something Dwight L. Moody 
used to say: “When you have a need, tell God, and tell His people”.  I have never sent an appeal letter to 
anyone in the past.  My ministry letters have always been to report what we have already accomplished in ministry.  
However, we want you to have the opportunity to be a part of our family ministry that is unfolding right now.  This 
is a very special and timely moment in our lives.

Ray’s 20 Years in Ministry: 1988 - The Present 
For some of our new friends not as familiar with our ministry, below is a walk down “Nostalgia Lane” 

 

Ray entered the ministry in 1988 and became a licensed minister in 1991.  In 
1992, Ray became the co-host for the leading Christian TV station at that time 
in Dallas/Fort Worth (DFW).  He wrote daily newscasts, conducted interviews, 
and ministered on a 3-hour live TV show.  In 1993, Ray became a minister on 
staff at Kenneth Copeland Ministries (KCM).  In 1994, he also took on the 
responsibility of hosting the open & close of the Copeland’s TV program in 
Europe and Asia, reaching 100 million households on a daily basis.  In 1995, 
Ray was ordained and founded Ambassadors to the Nations, Inc.  In 1999, 
Ray became a state Director for World Ministry Fellowship.  The same year, 

he was invited to be a guest on the Daystar TV Network to share about his church meetings and the seminars he 
was conducting. 
 

In 2000, Ray had a “Divine Appointment” at Starbucks: when he met 
Tiffany! 2001: Ray & Tiffany were engaged; Tiffany attended and 
graduated from Christ for the Nations Bible Institute, Dallas, TX (where 
she was also a staff member).  2002, Ray launched from KCM with the 
Copeland’s blessing, relocating to Houston, TX to be closer to Tiffany’s 
family due to her mother, Melinda’s diagnosis of cancer.  In 2003 Ray & 
Tiffany were married.   

 
In 2004, Ray joined Charles & Frances Hunter, assisting them in preparation for 
the largest ministry event of their lives at the 70,000 seat Houston Astrodome.  
Utilizing his previous media background, Ray wrote, produced and directed the 
media campaign, which included the purchase of TV, radio and billboard 
advertising.  He later accepted the role of Administrator, overseeing the staff and 
business operations for the Hunter’s.  Ray had the honor of helping these faithful 
senior ministry leaders to phase-down their traveling ministry to a locally based 
teaching ministry, which continues-on today.  

 
In 2005 and 2006, Ray came aboard Christian World Embassy, his father-in-
law’s international disaster-relief organization, as Executive Director.  As 
noted earlier, the relief camp we launched became one of the largest faith-
based camps in US history.  Nearly every Christian denomination was 
involved by sending volunteers and/or supplies.  This was truly an inter-
denominational outreach to a community in need.  Following the hurricane, 
the camp provided one of the only church services in the greater New Orleans 
community since 80% of the entire metro community was flooded.  Morning 
chapel for the staff, daily ministry during meal times to the locals and a 200 
plus crowd in each Sunday morning kept us busy!  Tens of thousands of lives were changed in that one year – 
including our own!   

In 2006 and 2007, upon returning to Houston, Ray spent one year 
overseeing the completion of a six year building project: the 
construction of CWE ministry headquarters, including a 500 seat 
auditorium, a commercial kitchen, a large warehouse for relief supplies, and 
a state-of-the-art Christian night-club for high school and college 
students.  Ray recruited, organized and set in motion a volunteer team to run 
the Christian night-club each weekend.   
 

August 2007 to Present: Ray became bi-vocational, taking a corporate sales training and media production 
position at a great company called Administaff.  These eighteen months have been a great experience with 
Administaff and the many new friends we’ve made, however we believe it is God’s will and His time for us to 
return to the ministry full-time.  

GALVESTON OUTREACH : These 
photos show Thanksgiving Day: Tiffany & 
I were on Galveston Island, along with 
over 50 volunteers - feeding 1,500 people! 
We had a team from Rick Warren’s 
Saddleback Church again, and another 
church group from Austin, TX.  There were 
3 large inflatable jumping toys for the kids, 
and everyone who needed clothes was able take some home.  Tiffany says: 

“We shared with people that HOPE in JESUS is the greatest reason we have to be thankful!” 
 

OUR FOCUS NOW: On-going ministry and preparation for Spring Break volunteer teams coming for a “Small 
Act of Kindness” campaign.  We have 11,000 nights booked (that’s a lot of people!) who are giving their time now 
through Spring Break, to help people rebuild their homes, lives and dreams… and restore their hope through Christ! 

We prayed about who to send this letter to, and limited this to less than 100 people.  If our lives and ministry 
over the past 20 years have ever blessed you, would you help us bless someone else now?  We especially need 
the help to get a “jump start” in February as we are stepping-out in faith.
